In June this year the Foun-
dation was  awarded one of 
the largest, if not the largest 
awards from Capacitybuild-

gramme, one of the funding 
programmes of the Office of 
the Third Sector. Minister of 
the Third Sector Phil Hope 
cited the Foundation exten-
sively in his speech at the 
conference on June 17th at 
Birmingham City Hall when 
the awards were an-
nounced. With £448,000 
awarded over 3 years we 
have been able to appoint a 
programme manager. Tricia 
Young comes with extensive 
experience as a front line 
practitioner working with 
disaffected young people 
and a researcher with con-
siderable experience of 
working in the field of non-
government organisations 
and charities. Tricia has also 
spent years working directly 
with front line groups, help-
ing them become more ef-
fective and achieve  impact.  
The programme relies on 
the central theme of Ub-

untu. This great Southern 
African concept, together 
with the powerful theologi-
cal insights of the 
Archbishop who has been 
so supportive of the work, 
forms the basis of what we 
are all about. It forms the 
values base of the Founda-
tion as well as forming the 
basis for an operational 
framework and a set of par-
ticipatory tools that front 
line community groups can 
use as they work with their 
young people. At the centre 
of all that we do is the one 
abiding message which is 
that άŜǾŜǊȅƻƴŜ ōŜƭƻƴƎǎ ƛƴ 
the human family and that 
we can be human only to-
ƎŜǘƘŜǊΦέ 
We are anxious to make 
sure that the work we do is 
underpinned by solid foun-
dations with the input of 
the best thinkers and practi-
tioners in the field. We are 
convening two groups of 
experts who will walk with 
us through the develop-
ment and implementation 
of the pilot phase of the 

capacity building work.  
They are drawn from influ-
ential organisations and 
institutions on it, including 
New Philanthropy Capital, 
Charities Evaluation Ser-
vices, INTRAC and the Black 
Training and Enterprise 
Group. We have commis-
sioned Professor John 
Hailey to undertake an ex-
tensive review of ubuntu 
and how it can be devel-
oped as the basis of a ca-
pacity building approach 
with practical tools for help-
ing groups to measure the 
transformative changes in 
the lives of young people.

A couple of years ago he decided that the violent 
and intimidating gang and weapon carrying culture which had affected him and his family directly for as long as he could re-
member needed confronting. He decided to start a campaign called STOP which stands for Solve This On-going Problem. With 
a passion and talent for graphic design he designed T-shirts and leaflets carrying the message. He paid for everything out of his 
own pocket. Alex has come to prominence and his amazing efforts recognised when he was awarded a 2008 Anne Frank 
Award. Since then he has met the Prime Minister and in September the Foundation introduced him to Archbishop Emeritus 
Desmond Tutu when he was visiting London. In October he has been given a further award this time by the Body Shop for 
whom he works as a part-time employee.  
 
Since then Alex and his campaign have come under the umbrella of the Tutu Foundation UK, affording the campaign a home.
